Lifting Eyebolt
Attachment Kit

¢ Mounting kit for System 2000™
speakers: Sx500'

¢ Provides three attachment points
for secure suspension of a single
speaker cahinet

¢ Includes two steel plates for
securing the two cabinet halves
together as well as providing a
pull-up point

1. Atthe time of publication, the only System 2000™
modet to use the Mb700 attachment kit is the Sx500.
Additional models are planned, and the general

 concepts and instructions given here should remain
applicable for later models.

Description

The Mb700 is intended for very simple in-
stallations only to suspend an individual
Sx500 loudspeaker in a near-vertical orien-
tation. The enclosure can be positioned to
angle downward slightly through the use of
the pull-up point on the bottom plate (see
Figure 1).

The Mb700 eyebolt attachment kit contains
three lifting eyebolts, one mounting plate,
one pull-up mounting plate, six M8 x 1.25
hex-head bolts, six lock washers, and one M8
locknut (see Chart 1). The eyebolt attach-
ment points can then be used to suspend the
System 2000™ speakers using hardware
rated for overhead lifting.

Do not suspend System 2000™ enclosures
face down from the ceiling using the
Mb700 eyebolt attachment kit. The M8
eyebolts are not rated for lifting loads at
90 degrees, and such a configuration
makes stabilization of the enclosure dif-
ficult. Instead, use the Mb500 installation
kit for this and most other situations.

Hanging Instructions

Warning: Suspending any object is po-
tentially dangerous and should be at-

tempted only by individuals who have a
thorough knowledge of the techniques
and regulations of rigging objects over-
head. Electro-Voice sanctions suspending
the Systems 2000™ speakers only when
all current national, federal, state and
local regulations are taken into account.
When the System 2000™ speaker is sus-
pended, Electro-Voice strongly recom-
mends that the systems be inspected at
least once a year. If any sign of weakness
is detected, corrective action should be
taken immediately.

The speaker is hung using two main lifting
“chains” with a pull-up point on the pull-up
mounting plate for aiming. The eyebolts have
a 20-mm (3/4-in.) opening for the rigging
hardware (shackles, etc.).

Installation Instructions

(see Figures 1, 2 and 3)

1. From the speaker, remove the plastic hole
plugs, gently prying them with a small
screwdriver.

2. Attach the bracket mounting plate to the
top of the enclosure. The two eyebolts
are used for the two inserts at the front
of the enclosure while the bolts and lock
washers are used for the two inserts on

the rear of the enclosure. Finger tighten
the eyebolts until they are snug. Be sure
that the correct alignment position is ob-
tained, a maximum of one-half tumn (see
Figure 2), and that the eyebolts are not
overtightened. CAUTION: OVER-~
TIGHTENING EYEBOLTS OR
BOLTS CAN RESULT IN SYSTEM
FAILURE AND INJURY.

3. Attach the pull-up mounting plate to the
bottom of the cabinet using four lock
washers and four bolts (see Figure 3).
Tighten bolts until they are snug, being
sure not to overtighten. CAUTION:
OVERTIGHTENING BOLTS CAN
RESULT IN SYSTEM FAILURE
AND INJURY.

4. Attach the pull-up eyebolt to the pull-up

mounting plate using the locknut. Tighten
eyebolt while being sure that the eyebolt
is correctly aligned (see Figure 4).

5. Use certified hardware rated for over-
head lifting to suspend the speaker (see
Figure 5).
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Strength Rating

The Mb700 eyebolt attachment kit and the
System 2000™ speaker enclosure are rated
for suspending only one speaker with an
angle between 0° and 45°. When properly
suspended within these angles, there is a
safety factor of greater than 10:1. The
Mb700 is designed to suspend only one
system at a time, and hanging any addi-
tional weight from the speaker will create
an unsafe condition. Chart 2 lists the
strength ratings for the M8 eyebolts. The
eyebolts are not rated for angles greater than
45 degrees (see Figure 4). An exception to
this would be the eyebolt which is used for
speaker aiming and not for a main load-bear-
ing point: the angle on this eyebolt can ex-
ceed 45 degrees.
